Student support 
Our Student Support team is on hand to help those with 
special educational needs and disabilities, or who are 
academically gifted. Most support is provided within 
the classroom so that, as much as possible, all students 
are fully included in the academy’s main curriculum. 

The quality of our support work 
has been recognised by Ofsted who 
highlighted the “positive impact” our 
Behaviour and Engagement Support 
Team have had in supporting 
students’ learning and emotional 
well-being in their recent inspection 
report. 

Our House system 
From the start, our students belong 
to one of our four Houses and 
they remain in this House as they 
journey through the academy. This 
system aims to provide greater 
pastoral care to all our children 
while strengthening their sense 
of community and developing 
leadership skills within the student 
body.
